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Income Tax Refund for 2016

For your income tax, if the amount of money
withheld is greater than your calculated tax due, the
difference will be refunded to you if you file your final
return. This is called “Kanpu-shinkoku (a return for
refund).” You may file to receive refunds if any of the
following circumstances apply:

» You quit your job in 2016 and didn’t have a year-end
adjustment (for employment income earners).

+ You have additional tax deductions (a social
insurance premium deduction, life insurance
premium deduction, etc.).

* You paid a medical bill that exceeds a certain
amount.

* You bought a house which satisfies the designated
requirements and applied for a housing loan.

To file your return, you will need the following items

+ Original withholding slip for employment income or
public pensions for 2016

- Seal (hanko)

+ Bankbook (in the name of the applicant)
to receive the refund

* Your spouse’s withholding slips
(if he or she has a part-time job)

City Hall and its Branch Offices

The following sections of City Hall are open on
Saturdays: all sections on 1F, Shiminzei-ka + Nouzei-
ka - Shougaifukushi-ka < Koureikaigo-ka on 2F, and
Kodomoshien-ka < Hoiku-ka on 5F.

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National Pension

All residents in Japan, regardless of nationality, are
supposed to join the National Pension System (Type 1
insured) when they turn 20, with the exception of
company employees, public servants and their
dependent spouses.

Upon receiving a notification form sent by the Japan
Pension Service (Nihon Nenkin Kikou), please fill it
out and bring it to Hoken-nenkin-ka of City Hall (1F) or
its branch office. Then, the Japan Pension Service will
send you a pension book and a statement of payment.
The monthly premium is 16,260 yen for 2016. If you
are unable to pay premiums for financial reasons, you
are advised to make use of the “Premium Special
Payment Program for Students,” the “Premium
Exemption Program” or the “Grace of Payment
Program for Young People.” Please contact

bicycle accidents which result in the bicycle rider

» | having to pay enormous amounts of compensation for

damage.
< Judicial example of huge damages >
A female student was riding a bicycle at night

.| without a light on while using a cellphone, and hit a

pedestrian. This accident inflicted severe permanent
damage on the victim. The amount of court-ordered
compensation was about 50 million yen and it became
final.

Naturally, you must drive carefully so as not to
cause accidents. However, taking out liability
insurance just in case will bring you peace of mind.
Some car insurances offer the bicycle insurance as a
policy option. It is advisable to compare coverage that
each insurance company offers and buy the most
suitable one for you.

JE Vaccination

You can get the Japanese Encephalitis vaccination,
free of charge, until the day before your 20™ birthday.
If you have not received this vaccination, you are
encouraged to get vaccinated at one of the

designated medical institutions.

With the “Cooling-Off System”, you can cancel the
contract which you have signed for door-to-door or
telemarketing sales if the following requirements are
satisfied.
* The contract was signed at a place fi)'\‘
other than a store or sales office. £
* It is within 8 days of receiving 4
the application or contract document.
* Payment totals 3,000 yen or more
*In case of an expendable product, such as cosmetics,
the product that you purchased has not been used.
* The contract is not for the purpose of business.
4+ The Cooling-Off System does not apply to mail-
order sales such as TV shopping.
How to use the Cooling-Off System
Within 8 days after receiving a contract document
(the cooling-off period), please write your intention “to
cancel the contract” on a postcard, and send it to the
business operator by special record mail or by simple
registered mail. You are advised to make a copy of
both sides of the postcard and keep it for your records
before sending the postcard. If you paid with your
credit card, please contact your credit card company
at the same time you contact the sales company.
